She was a member of the Our Lady
of Good Council Mother's Guild, and was a past officer. Jeanette would attend
S.I. Community College where she would graduate Magne Cum Laude, she
was a member of the Phi Pheta Kappa Sorority. Jeanette worked as a school



secretary at the Ralph McKee High School, and was a member of the S.I.
School Secretary Association. In her spare time Jeanette enjoyed crocheting
and also bowling in the Colonial Lanes Woman's League. Jeanette was also
very proud of her Irish Heritage. Jeanette moved to Old Bridge in 2007. More
than any accomplishment of her life, she was most proud of her family, and
they always came first. She was an amazing woman who will be missed by all
those that were blessed to have had her in their lives.
