He was proud of the 1966 Thunderbird
convertible he restored, and of his 1977 Rolls Royce. He often took part in the
Classic Nights car shows at the ACME in Old Bridge. On Sunday mornings he
would be outside washing and waxing the family cars. 

 

Thomas also loved listening to music, cruising in the Thunderbird and blasting



More than a feeling by Boston. He wrote a song many years ago, and it was
recorded, Possibility by The Crowns. He also enjoyed watching movies,
thrillers being his favorite. He was a loving man who will be missed by all
those that loved him.
